When people had a
need to measure time, they did it by “suns;” “moeons,” “winters,” or “summers.” A “sun”
was one day (twenty-four hours). <Asshort journey might take two or three “suns” meaning
two or three days. A “moon” was the *length of time from one full moon to the next.

10 This change in the moon, from round and bright to dark, and then back to round and bright
again, takes almost thirty days, or'about a month.

Probably people didn’t start looking for a better way of measuring time until they learned
how they should plant crops for their food. Then, they had to know when during the year
they should put seed in the'ground. The sun and the moon couldn’t tell them when. But
