In recent decades, thanks to public education and awareness of the health risks of
smoking, ( 1 ) second-hand smoke, there has been a significant decrease in the number of
cigarette smokers. In the United States, at least 60 of its largest cities have passed laws
making it illegal to smoke in public places, including restaurants and bars.

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A Special Spa

Many adults enjoy relaxing at hot springs and spas, perhaps getting a massage or maybe
even doing a little exercise. But in major cities across the developed world, a new type of
spa ( 4 ) among new parents, especially mothers: Baby Spas. At first, these spas might
sound a little expensive, but they may actually be beneficial to a baby’s development,
particularly for babies only weeks old and up to 7 months old. Parents say that going to the
baby spa is a special way to spend time with their newborn baby. It is also a way for first-
time mothers to meet and get advice from other mothers or the professionals who work at
the spas.

Some of the services baby spas provide include baths and massages. In baths, babies wear
a special ring that fits around their necks so that they can float in the water. Their heads
stay above the surface, but their bodies are completely in thé warm water. ( 5 ) to move
around freely, using muscles they otherwise wouldn’t use until they are able to crawl around
on their hands and knees or start to walk.

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A Surprising Discovery

Humans have explored most of the planet earth, from the deep oceans to the highest
mountaintops, and have even gone into space. It seems as though we know our planet very
well and, indeed, it is rare to hear of major new discoveries. However, a new technology,
called LiDAR, is allowing scientists to see the more of our world and its hidden treasures.
The most recent find is some previously unknownMayan ruins under the dense Guatemalan
jungle.

LiDAR stands for Light Detection and Ranging. It is a laser that flashes light from an
airplane or helicopter towards the earth. Scientists first used this technology when they
surveyed land formations in order to make maps. It can be used for both natural and man-
made formations. Because LiDAR ¢an “see through” trees and plants, scientists were able
to find the ancient outlines of a long-lost Mayan city hidden under the dense jungle in
northern Guatemala.

The newly-discovered Mayan ruins were built about 1,500 years ago. The LiDAR
technology showed an estimated60,000 buildings, from large pyramids and palaces to stone
platforms for homes and fences. While scientists knew the Mayan Empire was once home
to a population of a few million people, this new discovery has increased that number to
between 10 and 15 million people. It is now thought that the Mayan Empire was much
larger and included a large network of cities and raised “highways” that connected them.

This archaeological discovery is said to be the biggest in decades, and the three-year
project led by Thomas Garrison, an assistant professor at Ithaca College, is only in its
beginning stages. Garrison remarked that he was a little embarrassed that he and his team
had been working all over the area but were not at all aware of these ruins. The team has
already learned more about the Mayan civilization from the mapping alone, but they are
excited about what artifacts they might find preserved under the jungle greenery when they
start actually digging there in the next few years.
