Many young people spend several hours every day looking at screens. They use
smartphones, tablets, and computers for school, games, and social media. However, too
much screen time can cause stress and difficulty sleeping. To help with this problem,
special “digital detox” camps have been created. At these camps, participants turn off their
devices and spend time outdoors doing activities like hiking, §ports, and crafts. ( 1 )
these breaks, many people say they feel more relaxed and happier afterward.

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Drones in Remote Areas

Getting supplies to people in remote areas has always been a challenge. In mountain
villages, small islands, or areas hit by natural disasters, regular delivery trucks often can’t
get through. That’s why many companies are now testing drones — small flying machines
that can carry light packages — to solve this problem. As a result, drones are becoming a
new way to (4 ) to hard-to-reach locations.

Drones have several advantages. They can fly over traffic, rivers, or blocked roads and
reach places that wheeled vehicles cannot. ( 5 ), they can deliver items more quickly and
with less fuel. This helps reduce air pollution. In one rescue mission in Ishikawa
Prefecture, Japan, a drone delivered medicine to a village that had been cut off after the
earthquake.

For people livinig in remote locations, this kind
of delivery can be faster and more reliable than traditional'methods.

The Hidden Life of Mushrooms

Many people think mushrooms are a type of plant, but they are mistaken. Mushrooms
belong to a group of living things called “fungi”. Fungi do not use sunlight to make food like
plants do. Instead, they break down dead plants and animals to.get energy. This helps
return things that plants need to the soil and supports the growth of othér plants. Although
mushrooms grow quietly in dark, wet places, they play an important role in nature.

Scientists have recently learned more about how mushrooms help forests. A Canadian
forest expert named Dr. Suzanne Simard discovered that mushrooms grow from thin threads
under the ground. These threads are called “mycelium”. They form networks that connect
trees and plants, helping them share.things they need, like food and water. It’s like an
underground internet in the forest. Some trees can even send warnings about harmful
insects through these connections. 'Dr. Simard also found that older “mother trees” help
younger trees grow by sharing resources.

Mushrooms are also helpful for humans. They are used in many dishes and add rich flavor
to food. In Japan, mushrooms like shiitake have long been used not only in cooking but also
in traditional medicine. Today,Scientists are studying how mushrooms help reduce stress
or prevent illness. For this reason, they are now included in some health products and
vitamin supplements.

Some mushrooms can also help the environment. Certain types are able to clean soil that
is polluted with oil or harmful chemicals. Others are used to make eco-friendly materials
that can replace plastic and reduce waste. Mushrooms may be small, but they are useful in

unexpected ways for both nature and people.
